On Friday and Saturday, February 24-25th, our Youth will join forces with Youth from Christ the Redeemer Church 

to fight hunger by participating in the World Vision 30 Hour Famine.  Youth will go without food for 30 hours, 

spend the night at the church and participate in numerous community service projects all while raising money to 

OVERCOME HUNGER WITH LOVE.  Following is a letter from a World Vision 30 Hour Famine staff member: 
 

“Dear Lake Orion United Methodist Church, 

 

Me. You. All of us. We are the solution. 

That was my thought as I left the Dadaab refugee camp in northeastern Kenya.  I had spent a few days talking      

with families who had carried their belongings and children across this parched land in search of food and safety – 

braving bandits, unrelenting sun, and worst of all, the death of their sons and daughters. 

Severe drought has brought the first famine of the 21st century to the Horn of Africa, putting nearly 12 million    

people in dire need of life-saving assistance. 

 

I remember Abdifatah, an 8-year old boy from Somalia who had walked 15 days with his family to the refugee 

camp.  They arrived with nothing, because his parents could only carry his younger siblings.  “I am surprised to be 

here after walking for so long,” he told me.  “But really, all I feel is hunger.” 

Tens of thousands have already died.  Millions more kids like Abdifatah are at risk and are depending on us to take 

action.  Depending on us to do something.  To give of ourselves, as God has called us to do. 

 

That’s why we do the 30 Hour Famine. 

Because we can care for those who have made it safely across the desert to crowded refugee camps. We can provide 

emergency feeding to kids on the brink of starvation. We can give families access to nutritious food and clean water. 

We can equip parents to grow their own crops again. We can overcome hunger in the Horn of Africa – and 

around the world. 

 

Jesus said that the poor would always be with us, but he also gave us  

resources to care for them. Let’s not think of this as an issue too big to  

solve ­- this could be exactly what we were created to do. 

On behalf of my friend Abdifatah, thank you for doing the 30 Hour Famine.

Nancy Limback serves as 

the homeless liaison for LO Schools. Her records indi-

cate our district has 75 children that are identified as 

homeless. LOUMC has the Help Kids Succeed Pro-

gram and also the Community Meals which can offer 

support to these kids and their families. Awareness of 

the struggles that the children of our community en-

dure is critical.
